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Responsibility
Responsibility reflects the Christian understanding that God entrusts every person with gifts, opportunities and relationships. Jesus teaches that faithfulness in small things matters deeply (Luke 16:10), and he models responsibility in the way he cares for others, completes his mission, and honours God in all he does. He calls his followers to take responsibility for their actions, their words and their influence on others.
Jesus’ Message 
Jesus shows that responsibility is not just duty but discipleship: living in a way that reflects God’s love. When pupils act responsibly, they follow Jesus’ example by choosing what is right even when no one is watching. In doing so, they “let their light shine” (Matthew 5:16) through wise choices, honesty and care for the world and people around them.


Creativity
Creativity flows from the belief that we are created in the image of God, the ultimate Creator (Genesis 1:27). Jesus embraces creativity in his teaching—using parables, symbols, stories and everyday objects to open people’s eyes to truth. He encourages imagination and invites people to see the world differently.
Jesus’ Message 
Through Jesus, we learn that creativity is a way to reveal God’s kingdom. His teaching sparks curiosity and wonder, showing that new ideas and new ways of thinking can bring hope and possibility. When children explore, design, make, question and imagine, they are shining their God‑given light, offering their unique creativity to the world around them.


Respect
Respect is rooted in Jesus’ teaching that every person is precious, created in God’s image and worthy of dignity. Jesus consistently shows respect to those society ignored—children, women, the poor, the sick, and the marginalised. He restores people’s value through his words and actions, teaching us to “love your neighbour as yourself” (Mark 12:31).
Jesus’ Message 
Jesus shows that respect means seeing others as God sees them. When pupils speak kindly, listen well, and treat everyone fairly, they reflect Jesus’ way of living. Their respect becomes a visible light in the community (Matthew 5:16), creating a school where every child feels safe, valued and included.
Compassion
Compassion is central to the ministry of Jesus. He responds to suffering with action, healing the sick, comforting the grieving, feeding the hungry and welcoming the outcast. The Gospels repeatedly say he was “moved with compassion” (e.g. Mark 6:34). His compassion is not passive sympathy but active love.
Jesus’ Message 
Jesus teaches that compassion is a powerful way to shine God’s light. Every act of kindness reflects his heart for others. When children comfort friends, include someone who feels left out, or show patience and care, they make God’s love visible. Compassion helps pupils “let their light shine” by bringing hope and healing to others.


Resilience
Resilience reflects Jesus’ message of hope, perseverance and faith. Jesus remains steadfast through challenge, temptation and suffering. He teaches that perseverance leads to growth (Matthew 7:24–25) and encourages his followers not to give up, even when the path is difficult. His life is a model of courage and unwavering commitment to God’s purpose.
Jesus’ Message 
Jesus shows that resilience is rooted in hope. When children keep going despite mistakes, setbacks or challenges, they follow his example of courage and determination. Their perseverance becomes a “light” to others (Matthew 5:16), showing strength, faith and a willingness to keep learning.


Friendship
Friendship is at the heart of Jesus’ ministry. He chooses friends, spends time with them, listens to them, forgives them and supports them. He teaches, “I have called you friends” (John 15:15), showing that friendship is a gift from God. Jesus models friendship through loyalty, kindness, encouragement and love.
Jesus’ Message 
Jesus teaches that true friendship is about helping others flourish. When children include others, show loyalty, forgive quickly and celebrate one another’s successes, they reflect the friendship Jesus offers. Their friendships are a shining light (Matthew 5:16) that builds a joyful, supportive and loving school community.
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
